1. INFORMATION ABOUT US

2. SERVICE AVAILABILITY

Our sites are only intended for use by people resident in the United Kingdom. We do not accept orders from individuals outside the
United Kingdom.

3. YOUR STATUS

By placing an order through our site, you warrant that:
(@) you are legally capable of entering into binding contracts; and

4. HOW THE CONTRACT IS FORMED BETWEEN YOU AND US

5. CONSUMER RIGHTS

5.1 Ifyou are contracting as a consumer, you may cancel a Contract at any time within seven working days, beginning on the day after
you received the Products. In this case, you will receive a full refund of the price paid for the Products in accordance with our
refunds policy (set out in clause g below).

5.2 To cancel a Contract, you must inform us in writing. You must also return the Products to us as soon as reasonably practicable, and
at your own cost. You have a legal obligation to take reasonable care of the Products while they are in your possession. If you fail to
comply with this obligation, we may have a right of action against you for compensation.

5.3 You will not have any right to cancel a Contract for the supply of any of the following Products:

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6. AVAILABILITY AND DELIVERY

7. RISK AND TITLE

7.2 Ownership of the Products will only pass to you when we receive full payment of all sums due in respect of the Products, including
delivery charges.

8. PRICE AND PAYMENT

8.1 The price of the Products and our delivery charges will be as quoted on our site from time to time, except in cases of obvious error.

8.3 Product prices and delivery charges are liable to change at any time, but changes will not affect orders in respect of which we have
already sent you a Order Acknowledgment.

If a Product’s
correct price is higher than the price stated on our site, we will normally, at our discretion, either contact you for instructions
before dispatching the Product, or reject your order and notify you of such rejection.

8.6 Payment for all Products must be by credit or debit card. We accept payment with Visa, Mastercard, American Express.

9. OUR REFUNDS POLICY

9.1 IfyoureturnaProduct to us:

(a) because you have cancelled the Contract between us within the seven-day cooling-off period (see clause 5.1 above), we will
process the refund due to you as soon as possible and, in any case, within 30 days of the day you gave notice of cancellation. In
this case, we will refund the price of the Product in full, and any applicable delivery charges. However, you will be responsible
for the cost of returning the item to us.

(b) for any other reason (for instance, because you have notified us in accordance with clause 20 that you do not agree to a change
in these terms and conditions or in any of our policies, or because you consider that the Product is defective), we will examine
the returned Product and will notify you of your refund via e-mail within a reasonable period of time. We will usually process
the refund due to you as soon as possible and, in any case, within 30 days of the day we confirmed to you via e-mail that you
were entitled to a refund.

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15. EVENTS OUTSIDE OUR CONTROL
15.1 We will not be liable or responsible for any failure to perform, or delay in performance of, any of our obligations under a Contract
that is caused by events outside our reasonable control (Force Majeure Event).

the acts, decrees, legislation, regulations or restrictions of any government.

15.3 Our performance under any Contract is deemed to be suspended for the period that the Force Majeure Event continues, and we
will have an extension of time for performance for the duration of that period. We will use our reasonable endeavours to bring
the Force Majeure Event to a close or to find a solution by which our obligations under the Contract may be performed despite the
Force Majeure Event.

16. WAIVER

16.1 If we fail, at any time during the term of a Contract, to insist upon strict performance of any of your obligations under the
Contract or any of these terms and conditions, or if we fail to exercise any of the rights or remedies to which we are entitled under
the Contract, this will not constitute a waiver of such rights or remedies and will not relieve you from compliance with such
obligations.

16.2 A waiver by us of any default will not constitute a waiver of any subsequent default.

16.3 No waiver by us of any of these terms and conditions will be effective unless it is expressly stated to be a waiver and is
communicated to you in writing in accordance with clause 15 above.

17. SEVERABILITY

If any of these terms and Conditions or any provisions of a Contract are determined by any competent authority to be invalid, unlawful
or unenforceable to any extent, such term, condition or provision will to that extent be severed from the remaining terms, conditions
and provisions which will continue to be valid to the fullest extent permitted by law.

18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

18.4 Nothing in this clause limits or excludes any liability for fraud.
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19. OUR RIGHT TO VARY THESE TERMS AND CONDITIONS

19.1 We have the right to revise and amend these terms and conditions from time to time.

19.2 You will be subject to the policies and terms and conditions in force at the time that you order products from us, unless any change
